Mary Ann Frizzell Wells, age 94 of Lore City, Ohio, died Wednesday, January
24, 2007 at her home. She was born June 7, 1912 the daughter of the late
Dempsey Scott and Mary B. McGill Frizzell. 

 Mrs. Wells attended Barnesville Elementary School and Cambridge Jr. High
and High School and graduated from Brown High School in 1929. She
attended Adrian College in Adrian Michigan and attended Ohio University and
graduated from Muskingum College with a B.S. in Education. She taught first
and second grades at Old Washington Elementary School from 1932 to 1935.
She established and taught 8 years the first private nursery school in
Cambridge. She organized and taught kindergarden for 30 years begining at
Lofland School then at Lincoln School. Mary Ann was a past member of the
Muskingum College Delta Club, a member of the founding Board of Directors
of the Cambridge YMCA, a past Worthy High Priestess of White Shrine, past
member of the Amaranth and Eastern Star, a member of the Old Washington
Presbyterian Church, she organized the Head Start program at Lincoln School
and taught several summer programs, a member of the Lamda Chi Omega
National Sorority and a Past member of the Cambridge branch of the
A.A.U.W.
